Rise Against Hunger Update

Our seven food packaging events last year helped Rise
Against Hunger serve nearly 3.7 million people in 37
countries in 2023. They continued to address immedi-
ate nutritional needs for families facing hunger and re-
sponded to emergencies to support more than 994,000
people in 14 countries during times of crisis. They also
worked alongside community leaders in eight countries
to implement sustainable agriculture projects that pro-
duced 3,610 metric tons of food for consumption and
income generation. Every person they serve is
someone’s parent, child, sibling, or friend, and we, as a
church, are grateful to have had the opportunity to be
part of their story and support them in paving the way
toward brighter futures.

The work to end hunger starts with a meal. The Food
and Agriculture Organization reports that as many as
783 million people — almost 10% of the world’s popula-
tion — face hunger. That means there is still work to do.
